Before everyone arrives, make sure all the equipment is working properly and that 
you are well rehearsed with the song motions and your interaction with Professor 
Digalot during the skit. 
 

The Session 
Let’s Get Started! 
When you’re ready to begin, introduce yourself and say: Welcome back to Egypt 
Expedition! Are you ready to dig into God’s Word? Have kids shout “yeah!” It’s 
time to get started, so let’s let everyone know our expedition is about to begin 
by singing our theme song, “Get Down!” Be sure to sing loud so everyone can 
here you! 
 
Before the song begins, briefly review the motions to the song on page 49. Don’t 
spend a lot of time on the motions, go over the basics and kids will pick up the rest by 
watching you.

After the song, bring out your Bible and say: Great singing! Does anyone 
remember yesterday’s Bible Point? (Trust God!) That’s right! What about the first 
Bible Point, what was it?

Bible Background:  Jonah Disobeys God (Jonah 1-3) 

God told Jonah to go to Nineveh and to preach to the people, but Jonah 
didn’t listen, he went the opposite direction! So, Jonah got on a ship going 
opposite Nineveh, but a huge storm came and Jonah was tossed overboard 
in order to make the storm stop and save the ship from destruction. 
 
Unfortunately for Jonah, a huge fish swallowed him and he stayed in its 
belly for three days and nights. Finally the fish spit Jonah out onto the 
seashore. The next time God told Jonah to go to Nineveh, he listened and 
obeyed, like we should always do!

Today, we also have a new Bible Verse that goes with today’s Bible Point. Our 
verse for today is from John 14:15 and it says “If you love me, obey my 
commandments.”  
 
Our verse says that if we really love God, we should do what he tells us to do. 
Let’s sing a brand new song called “Create In Me.” It will help us to remember 
that God will help us to obey Him! 
 
Before the song begins, briefly go over the motions to the song on page 52. Don’t 
spend a lot of time on the motions, go over the basics and kids will pick up the rest by 
watching you. 
 

It’s Digalot Time! 
When Professor Digalot enters, he or she should enter with a compass in hand. He or 
she could also be wearing expedition gear, as usual. The first three artifacts, whether 
printed from the CD-ROM or traced onto cardboard or foam, should be handy!  
 
LEADER (To kids): 
Have you all seen Digalot today? He/She was supposed to be here by now, but I 
haven’t seen him/her anywhere! I really wanted him/her to show you all the new 
artifact before you left for your first Rotation Station. 
 
Professor Digalot enters. 
 
PROFESSOR DIGALOT: 
I’m here! I’m here! I am sorry that I am late, but I made a horrible mistake with 
my compass. Show kids the compass. You see, I was on my way here to Praise & 
Play Dig and my compass said to go left, but I thought for sure that I was 
supposed to go right, but I was wrong! 
 
LEADER: 
That’s just like today’s Bible Story. It’s about a man named Jonah. God told 
Jonah to go to a place called Nineveh, but Jonah didn’t listen, just like you 
didn’t listen to what your compass was saying! So, Jonah had a very interesting 
adventure in the belly of a really big fish!  Pause. Do you have today’s artifact? 
 
PROFESSOR DIGALOT:

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LEADER:

PROFESSOR DIGALOT: 
Well, I’ve got to go get the lab ready for you guys, but before I go, I want you 
guys to talk with your Dig Team Leader about your Daily Missions. Tell them 
how it went and I’ll see you in the lab in a little while! 
 
Professor Digalot exits. Encourage kids to continue discussing and have some share 
their responses after a few minutes. 
 

More Singing! More Dancing! 
Say: Before we head out to our Rotation Stations, let’s sing “Standing On The 
Promises.” God has promised us that if we obey what he says, He will never lead 
us down the wrong path. He isn’t lying because we learned yesterday that we 
can ��!&� ���� !  (“OK!”). 
 
Before the song begins, briefly review the motions to the song on page 50. Don’t 
spend a lot of time on the motions, go over the basics and kids will pick up the rest by 
watching you. 
 
If time permits, you may also sing and dance to the theme song, “Get Down!” or 
perform a review of the other artifacts. 
 

Closing 
Say: Now our Egypt Expedition Director will make some announcements. Listen 
carefully, and then he/she will dismiss us to our first Rotation Station!
